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The natural forest which represents the floral region in
the south central area of Hokkaido.
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Due to local hot springs and the close proximity to the sea,
there is an abundance of plant |ife which favoring warm
climates. There are about 170 species of known plants.
About 60 species of trees, such as Mongolian oak and about
110 other species of plants grow here. However, because of
excessive logging during Asia-Pacific War and severe wind
damage, the variety of plant life is diminishing. There are
also scenic spots such as Jigoku-dani (Hell Valley) and
Oyunuma (The Big Hot-water Pond). You can relish in the
beauty of the natural l|andscape of the Noboribetsu Primeval
Forest, all year around.
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
