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It is the traditional dance to pray the
safety for the coal mine worker in Kozan-
area and to wish an increase of
production.
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Originally danced by the people from Miyagi prefecture to remember their home land around 1906 to
1920 when the coal mine business started in Kozan-area. It had been danced to pray coal-mine-workers’
safety, peace and good harvest, and had been dedicated to wish an increase of gold, silver, copper
and sulfur production when they had the San Shrine’ s annual festival on 15th August.When the coal
mine was closed in 1973, the population extremely decreased. Now, this traditional dance has been
inherited by the members of a preservation society.
