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A samurai family’ s document which was handed down in Kurosawa family which was one of Katakura clan’
s vassals in the Sendai Domain. The 33 contents is composed of; “Kurosawa family book Kagetsuna’ s
story” , the record of Kojuro Katakura’ s achievement as a main vassal for Masamune Date. “The Chigyo
Mokuroku” , the list of land provided by the master, the identification and the letter appointment
in Samurai society. “The certification of the Japanese archery master” , and so on.
