Memoirs by MIYATAKE tonosuke, who moeved from Marugame City in present-day Kagawa Prefecture to
present—-day Noboribetsu City in 1882.
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Among those who engaged in land reclamation in Noboribetsu City during
the late 18th to the early 19th century (Meiji Era) were immigrants from
around the Shikoku region. This document is a memoir written by
MIYATAKE Tonosuke in 1949, recalling his life during the immigration.
He immigrated with his family from Imazu-mura, Naka-gun, Sanuki Province
(present Imazu-cho, Marugame City, Kagawa Prefecture) to Hokkaido in May 1882.The story of the
MIYATAKE family' s immigration to Hokkaido, the actual conditions of land reclamation, poverty, and
the state of the village office are told through the eyes of MIYATAKE Tonosuke. This is a valuable
document for understanding the actual conditions of Noboribetsu City since the 1870s.
