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This is a collection of writings received from 528 (some are duplicates) famous people in various

fields who visited Noboribetsu Onsen between the Taisho (1912—1926)and Showa (1926 —1989) eras

The collector's name is ISHIKAWA Shuji (born in 1886, died around 1971). He worked for Noboribetsu

Onsen Railroad Company (now Noboribetsu Onsen Co., Ltd.) and was also involved in the management of
“Dai—ichi Takimotokan,” the oldest hotel in Noboribetsu Onsen.

Although some of the dates of collection are unknown, the majority of the materials were collected

between the Taisho 10s(1921—1926) and the Showa 10s(1935—1944).
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
